
SPECIFICATION:   

ZERO-DISCHARGE SYSTEM – HIGH CAPACITY
OPERATION:

· Excess liquid drains from the compost tank (after treatment) into a 450 litre pumpwell, and is recycled back to top of compost tank for loss by evaporation through the continuous venting system.  This arrangement is suitable for low humidity climates and/or low utilisation toilet systems, subject to evaluation by Clivus Multrum Australia.  Extended periods of toilet over-use or inclement weather may sometimes require removal of surplus liquid by separate pumpout .

· The liquid remains within a “closed system” and there is no liquid discharge to a land application area.  If recirculation pump fails to operate, any accumulating liquid will back up into the larger compost tank which acts as reserve storage to prevent spillage, and will provide visual indication of a fault at next maintenance inspection of the compost tank.

· The low voltage DC power and automatic control system does not require special expertise to maintain it, and utilises marine components for corrosion resistance and ready availability.  The control box includes a Manual/Auto pump control switch, and an alarm lamp to indicate a high liquid level in the pump well.

· A low-voltage diaphragm pump provides high reliability and is mounted above the pumpwell for ease of maintenance.  Two float-switches are mounted in the pumpwell – one controls intermittent operation of the pump and the other activates a high level alarm to indicate malfunction well before an overflow situation arises.
